Subject:	Engineers Week 2000





Now is the time to begin planning your activities for the 2000 Engineers Week celebration, which will be held Feb. 20-26.  I encourage all of you to participate by going into the schools in your area to talk about what it means to be an engineer, by conducting community activities that reflect the value of engineering, by becoming an engineer mentor for the Future City competition in your region, or a host of other possibilities. NOW THAT THE EUROPEAN PED IS MANDATORY, MORE QUESTIONS THAN EVER HAVE DEVELOPED REGARDING ITS APPLICATION.  THIS YEAR, THE PROGRAM FOR ASME’S FOURTH MILAN SEMINAR WILL CONCENTRATE ON THE APPLICATION OF THE PED TO PRESSURE EQUIPMENT ASSEMBLIES, INCLUDING ASME SECTION I POWER BOILERS.





ALSO PART OF THE PROGRAM WILL BE A WORKSHOP ON ASME’S PROJECT TO MODERNIZE ASME SECTION VIII, DIVISION 2, ALTERNATIVE RULES FOR PRESSURE VESSELS.  THIS PROJECT WILL TRANSFORM SECTION VIII, DIVISION 2 BY INCORPORATING MODERN DESIGN TECHNIQUES WHILE AT THE SAME TIME MAKING IT MORE USER-FRIENDLY.





ASME International will be conducting its fourth seminar in Milan on the ASME Boiler and Pressure Vessel Code and the EC Pressure Equipment Directive.  The Seminar and Workshop will be held on October 15 – 16, 2002 in Milan, Italy.  The purpose of the Seminar is to provide clarification on how the PED applies to assemblies and their component parts, concentrating on when those parts are made to ASME standards.  Presentations will focus on:





Limits of the assembly definition in the PED


The global conformity assessment procedure and the extent of its application


The differing responsibilities between manufacturers of parts and the manufacturer of the final assembly


Use of PED-excluded parts in an assembly covered by the PED


Review of advance copies of Annex ZA for ASME Section I, Power Boilers


Comparison of CEN 13445 Pressure Vessel standard to ASME Section VIII, Division 1





Case histories will be provided describing how manufacturers are using ASME Section I, Power Boilers and ASME B31 Piping codes to produce assemblies with CE marking.  During the presentations, information on the latest developments relative to topics such as material approvals, and welding and NDE qualifications will be provided.  








On the second day of the program, a workshop will be conducted on the project to modernize ASME Section VIII, Division 2.  ASME Section VIII, Division 2 certificate holders should not miss this Workshop.  In response to surveys, customer feedback, and recent advances in the state of the art of pressure vessel design, ASME has begun a project to completely revise and update ASME Section VIII, Division 2.  Some of the highlights of the revision are:





New requirements for design based on local failure strain


New procedure for elastic-plastic design using the finite element method and Load Resistance Factor Design (LRFD) concepts


New method for fatigue evaluation based on elastic-plastic finite element analysis


New method for fatigue assessment based on Mesh Insensitive Structural Stress Concept 


Development of new rules for conical transitions, elliptical and torispherical heads and design for external pressure





In addition, information will be provided on new user-friendly allowable stress tables, new time-temperature-thickness criteria for PWHT, and acceptance of ultrasonic testing in lieu of radiography.  There will also be an appendix addressing PED compliance.








As has been the case in the past, this seminar is the best source of the latest information on the PED and using the ASME Boiler and Pressure Vessel Code for your business both in Europe, and globally.  This year’s program will be of interest to a wide spectrum of ASME Code users who are faced with the complexities of assemblies under the PED.  The workshop on the modernization of Section VIII, Division 2 will be of interest to Division 1 users as well, because one of the goals of the project is to make Division 2 a more attractive alternative to the ‘design by rule’ concepts of Division 1.  For that reason, attendance is expected to be high.  Reserve your place early, as space is limited.

The afternoon session will begin with a wrap up of assembly issues by covering global conformity assessment.
