Re: Adjustments following the current state of war

The state of war poses unique challenges to all of us, which may cause great difficulties in doing research and
study amongst those called in for army service and their families, victims of terror attacks and their families,
parents of small children, students who care and support others, international students who face unfamiliar
reality, and many others. We are all facing these difficulties, anxieties, and distractions of various kinds, or
trying to direct our energy toward volunteer work and other helpful activities.

To alleviate these difficulties, we made, as temporary instructions, several adjustments in the Graduate
School's procedures. These instructions will go into effect immediately, and unless otherwise stated in the body
of the instruction, will be in effect until further notice.

Particularly, we address the following graduate students' populations:

1. Students who were called for army service.

Students whose partners were called for army service.

3. Students who were not called for army service, but encounter difficulties in fulfilling academic
requirements such as submitting a thesis, a research topic or a concise description, seminars,
candidacy exams, final exams, etc.

4. Students who are delayed abroad and wish to return to the Technion as soon as possible to continue
their studies.

5. Students granted "conditional acceptance" who are pending completion of their undergraduate
degree.

6. Students receiving graduate school scholarships who encounter difficulties to fulfill the obligation of
presence on campus to conduct their research.

7. Students who are currently abroad or who wish to travel abroad at this time.

In the attached appendix you will find the relevant procedures. If you encounter a problem not detailed in this
procedures, please bring it to our attention through the graduate studies secretary in your department or by
contacting the relevant graduate school office.

We emphasize that these are temporary instructions, and we hope and wish for a quick return to normalcy.

Procedures' Details

Students who were called for army service.

Students that were called in for army service are entitled to special adjustments as detailed on
Undergraduate Studies website. Students receiving scholarships, the payment of the scholarship will
continue according to the approved scholarship. Completion scholarships will be awarded at the end of
the study period from the fund for reserve duty. In addition, deadlines for fulfilling academic
requirements set for the period of army service and up to three weeks after its termination (including
those set for September 2023 and the processing of which has not yet been completed) will be
postponed. At the end of the reserve duty service, we will be able to update if needed the schedule for
the academic deadlines, to fill in gaps and enable the continuation and successful completion of
studies. Those who need additional adjustments should contact their advisor and graduate studies
secretary in their department. We will do outmost to help and respond to your needs.

Students whose partners were called for army service.

We are aware that this population has additional needs, which may exceed those specified for the
other populations in this circular. We ask that you inform us through the units' secretaries about any
such need.

Students who were not called for army service, but encounter difficulties in fulfilling academic
requirements such as submitting a thesis, a research topic or a concise description, seminars,
candidacy exams, final exams, etc.

Deadlines for fulfilling academic requirements set up to October or November 2023 (and also those set
up for September 2023, but the processing of which has not yet been completed) will be postponed to
December 2023. By default, scholarship payments will not be stopped during the postponement
period, unless the postponement is beyond the Thesis submission date/the last approved scholarship
month. In such cases and if needed, an extension request should be submitted according to regular
Graduate School rules. We will make an effort to review and approve such requests as quickly as
possible, including extensions beyond an unusual study period.

Students who are delayed abroad and wish to return to the Technion as soon as possible to continue
their studies.

Research track students (MSC or PhD) who are abroad and wish to return, and whose planned arrival
date was between 8.10.23 and 31.10.23, will be able to extend their stay abroad until 15.11.23 without
having to submit a request to the Graduate School, provided they update their advisor. The student
should also update the graduate studies secretary in their department and through her the Graduate
School on that matter. It is the advisor's responsibility to maintain contact with the student during this
period and, if possible, to students should continue conducting research in coordination with the
advisor.

Students granted "conditional acceptance"” who are pending completion of their undergraduate
degree.

Students granted "conditional acceptance" pending completion of their undergraduate degree (or
students who were admitted to graduate studies concurrently to their undergraduate studies) and are
required to present proof of eligibility for their undergraduate degree by November 30, 2023, may do
so by the end of the 2023-24 winter semester. Scholarship will be approved for students who received
a letter of "approval in principle for the scholarship" from the Graduate School.

6. Students receiving graduate school scholarships who encounter difficulties to fulfill the obligation of
presence on campus to conduct their research.
Students receiving graduate school scholarships who, during the emergency period, can't comply with
the obligation to stay on campus until the beginning of or during the 2023-24 winter semester, and
wish to continue their research during this period, will coordinate this with their advisor. The approval
of the Graduate School is not required. It is at the discretion of the advisor to determine whether the
nature of the research allows work from home for a limited period and what type of progress is
expected of the student during this period.

7. Students who are currently abroad or who wish to travel abroad at this time.

Students who are currently staying abroad or who wish to go abroad due to the war situation are of
course entitled to do so. Those who wish to continue their studies from abroad for a limited period of
one semester should arrange this by submitting the following documents to the Graduate School via
the Graduate School Secretary of their academic unit (this can also be done from abroad):

e Aletter of request, including reference to timetables and research milestones.

e Advisor's recommendation and confirmation that the research may be continued temporarily
while abroad.

e For Master's students who are required to take courses — Advisor's approval and Vice Dean
approval regarding a feasible possibility for course studies from abroad, or alternatively,
submission of a study program that does not include courses during 2023-24 Winter semester.

e Advisor's and Vice Dean's recommendation for awarding a scholarship for the period abroad (if
there is an intention to award it).

Alternatively, one can request to hold the scholarship payments, or request an academic leave for the
entire 2023-24 Winter semester. Such requests will be submitted through the department using the
usual protocol and will be processed as quickly as possible. Due to the situation, the restrictions that
normally apply to academic leave approvals will be reconsidered.

It is important to note that the procedures appearing in this section refer to active students who
have already begun their studies. The possibility of aadjusting and applying them to new students
who are supposed to begin their studies in the winter semester 2023/2024 but are currently abroad
is being examined. Guidelines regarding this option it will be published in the coming days.
